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ASTRONAUT EDGAR MITCHELL REPORTS THAT “WE ARE NOT ALONE!”

Astronaut Edgar Mitchell, who was part of the Apollo 14 moon
mission in 1971, stated at the National Press Club meeting held in
April of this year that he has personally experienced UFO
phenomena. He also declared that not only does extraterrestrial life
exist, but that the truth is being concealed by the U.S. and other world
governments. (No shock to anyone there!) Mitchell was a speaker at
the 5th Annual X-Conference, which was a convention of UFO
activists and researchers who are presently studying the possibility of

alien life forms and their visits to our planet. Part of Mitchell’s speech included: "We are not
alone . . . Our destiny, in my opinion, and we might as well get started with it, is to become a part
of the planetary community. We should be ready to reach out beyond our planet and beyond our
solar system to find out what is really going on out there."

This was not the first time Edgar Mitchell has made his thoughts known on the subject. In an
interview with Nick Margerrison on Kerrang Radio on July 23, 2008 Mitchell claimed the UFO
incident that took place in Roswell, New Mexico in 1947 had really taken place. The former
astronaut also claimed and that aliens have contacted humans several times since, but that
governments have hidden the truth from the public for over 60 years. "I happen to have been
privileged enough to be in on the fact that we've been visited on this planet, and the UFO
phenomenon is real." In reply, a spokesman for NASA stated, "NASA does not track UFOs. NASA
is not involved in any sort of cover up about alien life on this planet or anywhere in the universe. Dr
Mitchell is a great American, but we do not share his opinions on this issue."

In another interview with Fox News on July 25, 2008, Mitchell clarified that his comments did not
involve NASA, but quoted unnamed sources, since deceased, at Roswell who confided to him that
the Roswell incident did involve an alien craft and that he has also had personal confirmation of this
fact from an unnamed intelligence officer at the Pentagon.

Mitchell claimed in an interview he had with a St. Pertersburg Times
reporter in 2004 that a "cabal of insiders" in the U.S. government were
studying recovered alien bodies. According to Mitchell the government
group in the know had stopped briefing U.S. presidents after President
John F. Kennedy.

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Famous Haunted Places

Savannah, Georgia was named "The Most Haunted Place in
America" by the American Institute of Parapsychology.
Old Savannah is also one of the most fascinating cities I have
ever had the pleasure of visiting. Over 300 century plus old
homes and storefronts have been restored to their former
elegance, which creates the illusion that one has stepped
out of a time machine when they enter the restored district.
Aside from the many real-life characters that reside in the city (many of which
were featured in the book and movie, “Midnight in the Garden of Good and
Evil”), there are also many spirits who couldn’t bare to leave their beautiful city.

The Bonaventure Cemetery is one of the many Savannah sites that are reportedly haunted. The
cemetery is the final resting place of many famous Georgian citizens, including the famed composer
Johnny Mercer. However, many guests visiting the graveyard come to see another gravesite.
Former six-year old Gracie Watson is also buried at the graveyard; and Gracie's
ghost has been reportedly seen and heard crying at the cemetery. Another
phenomenon occurs when items are removed from the girl’s monument’s.
Witnesses report seeing bloody tears drip from the eyes of her statue.

Some of the other paranormal activity reported at the cemetery has been sounds
of people talking and laughing, and the clanging of glasses and plates. The cemetery
grounds was the original site of a grand southern plantation. Legend relays the story
that when the mansion caught on fire there was a party going on at the house. The owners saved the
food and the tables and just moved it all out to the lawn, where the party went on as the house burned.
Phantom dogs have also been heard on the grounds. People often hear them barking and
growling. The sound effects are so realistic that some have reportedly run out of the cemetery in
terror.

The Mercer House, once owned by song writer, Johnny Mercer, and
later by Jim Williams, the main character in the non-fiction novel that
gave Savannah world-wide fame, is reportedly the most haunted house
in Savannah. Williams bought the house in 1963. He died in the house
shortly after being deemed not guilty of the murder of his lover, Danny
Hansford in 1989. But Hansford and Williams were not the only people
who died in the Mercer House. A sailor hung himself in the house long before Williams purchased it.
Williams often told his friends that he heard strange noises in the house when no one was physically
there. The workers who were hired to restore the home also reported hearing voices, footsteps, and
witnessed furniture being thrown around by unseen hands. Several spirits have been seen at the
house-one is a gray haired man wear- ing a silver diner jacket, and another
man dressed in black. After denying any unusual activity for weeks,
Williams eventually did call in a priest to bless the house. Neighbors
still report hearing and seeing party- guests on the third floor, when the
house is supposed to be empty.
