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UFO reported in southern Tracy skies

A slowly moving band of deep blue lights seen
in the cloudless southern Tracy sky Monday
night had a few people wondering Tuesday
morning what the heck it was they saw.

Larry Gustafson, 49, said his neighbor Ervin
Floyd banged on his door at about 7 p.m. in the
Morehead Park trailer court on Chrisman Road
near 11th Street and urged him to check out the
unusual sight.

He said he ran outside, looked up, spotted the lights in the night sky and then ran back inside to grab
binoculars. By the time he was back outside, the lights had disappeared.

Gustafson said the lights hung in the sky about 5 minutes. Sometimes they moved, he said, and at other times,
only one light shone. “It was really strange looking,” the landscape maintenance worker said.

Floyd, 36, said his kids got a little hysterical when they looked out of their bedroom window and spotted the
lights. “It looked like an LED light, like off a cop car,” Floyd said.

The plumber said the lights appeared to hover high in the sky, then “went from west to east, then back to the
west and back to the east, then flew out west toward the Bay Area and disappeared.”

“This appeared to be some kind of aircraft,” he said, though it had “no blinking strobes. No red. No white. It
wasn’t making any sudden movements.”

The Tracy Press received several calls Tuesday asking what the lights were. Police spokesman Sgt. Tony
Sheneman was unaware of any calls to the department about the lights.

Floyd just wants to know what it was.

“It’s got be explained, because I didn’t see any fighter jets chasing it,” he joked.

The Reincarnation of Marilyn Monroe

Dr. Finelstein videotaped his hypnosis sessions with Laird. Speaking as "Marilyn," Laird recalled love affairs
with John and Robert Kennedy, including a tryst with JFK in the White House. She told the Dr. that JFK told
her state secrets about Fidel Castro and Cuba. Laird also gave details about the actress' death at age 36 from a
drug overdose on Aug. 5, 1962. According to Laird, Marilyn was not murdered, which, if true, would solve
one of our generation’s unsolved mysteries.

DR. JEFF MELDRUM ... from Pocatello, Idaho, is an Associate
Professor of Anatomy & Anthropology in the Departments of
Biological Sciences and Anthropology, and is an affiliate curator at
the Idaho Museum of Natural History. His formal study of primates
began with the terrestrial adaptations of African primates, and has
since taken him from the dusty skeletal cabinets of far-flung
museums, to the remote badlands of Colombia and Argentina in
search of fossil New World primates. He has published extensively
on the evolutionary history of the South American primates and
has described several new extinct species.

His attention returned to the emergence of modern human bipedalism. His co-edited volume, From Biped to
Strider: the Emergence of Modern Human Walking, Running, and Resource Transport, redirects attention from the
origins of simply walking on two legs, to the pattern of emergence of the innovations specifically unique to modern
human gait. His interests in the footprints attributed to an unrecognized North American ape, commonly known as
sasquatch, came into focus when he literally crossed paths with an enigmatic set of tracks in the Blue Mountains
of Washington State. He has conducted collaborative laboratory and field research throughout the Pacific
Northwest and Intermountain West, and has spoken about his findings in numerous interviews, television
appearances, public and professional presentations. He is author of Sasquatch: Legend Meets Science, which
explores his and other scientists’ evaluations of the evidence suggesting the reality of this legendary primate.

LARRY LUND ... from Vancouver, Washington. I was born NW of Mt. St. Helens in Tacoma, Washington on
April 1, 1947 and along with my Mother and two brothers, moved to Vancouver, Washington, due South of Mt. St.
Helens, at age four. Other than my three years in the Army, 1966-1969, I have lived in this general area. So it is
no wonder much of my Bigfoot/Sasquatch Research has been all around not only Mt. St. Helens, but Mt Rainier,
My. Baker and Mt Hood. We are blessed with many large forests, giving us a very large research area.

My deep interest in the subject started at a very young age as we heard about much of the activity in British
Columbia, Canada directly North of us. While on my first deer hunting trip in 1960, again at the base of St. Helens,
my Dad and two of my uncles and I, were sitting around the campfire one night when we heard a very distant, yet
loud and guttural roar coming down from up on the mountain. When I asked if that was a bear, they told me no
and it certainly wasn't a large cat sound either. My uncle Dick said to me..."Maybe it's that big monster your always
reading and talking about." Well, so much for sleeping that night. I was 13 and my head was full of thoughts of
Bigfoot/Sasquatch from then on.

I was fortunate over the years to meet and work with several of the well know investigators and authorities on the
subject. Early on I got connected with Rene Dahinden who became a very close friend and introduced me to the
deep forests in B.C.

I then met Peter Byrne in the early 70's for a brief time. It wasn't until the late 80's that we would meet again and
actually start doing research together. That continues today.

Over the years I met most of the people I had only read about. Grover Krantz became a good friend, though I had
to keep him and Rene at different ends of my research.
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I have attended many conferences in different areas of the U.S. and Canada. I have also been part of many of
the early TV productions which were often fun, but not always informative or laden with true facts. I tend not to
accept invitations to do many appearances in the last few years.

I still believe in the existence of this creature and though I am referred to as "The Sasquatch Sleuth" I am also
known as "The Skeptical Believer"

I must admit, that other than the "Patterson/Gimlin Film" we have not gotten much closer to proof that this
creature exists. There certainly is a lot of fine evidence, but as of this time, we don't have that definitive proof
that we so desperately need.

Tom is also an independent
Bigfoot / Sasquatch researcher throughout California and the Pacific Northwest. He has written “Bigfoot
songs” that are both historical and humorous since 2003.

Exploding Head Syndrome is a condition that produces a
tremendously loud noise while the sufferer is sleeping.
