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The Buxton Inn was built in 1812 in the quaint college town of Granville, Ohio. The areais uniquely
picturesgque and is worth the trip just to spend some timein this friendly town. The Inn includes four
homes with the original Buxton Inn being the center of the activity--in all aspects.

Three of my friends, who also happen to be members of my El Dorado Paranormal Investigations team,
wanted to do a sleep over at a haunted Bed and Breakfast for a one night get-a-way. Pat E and | have
been friends for over 50 years. Her daughter, Darlene and granddaughter, Leann have become close
friends throughout the years, aswell. The four of us rented room 9, which is said to be the most
haunted of the three rooms on the second floor. However, the other two rooms that face the courtyard,
7 & 8, have aso had activity.

There are three spirits who are most often seen at
the Inn--Bonnie Bounell (The lady in Blue), Orrin
Granger, the original owner, and Mgor Buxton. All
three had owned and operated the Inn at one time or
the other over the past 200 years. They loved the place
so much, they never left. And there'salso a spirit of a
gray cat that enjoys sleeping with some of the guests
on occasion. The Orrs own and operate the Inn at the
present time. We talked with an Orr family member,
who was very open and accommodating to our informal

The Sirius Mystery .

In central Mali and morthern Burkina'Faso,
West Africa lived an ancient people
called, The Dogon. This tribal group was
agriculturalists and cattle herders famous
for their sculptures of metal and wood.
They were also famous for being the
subjects of a book entitled, “THe Sirius
Mystery,” written by Robert G. Temple in
1977.

According to Temple, the Dogon were
visited by beings who claimed to be from
the Sirius star system. These beings
(Nommo) taught the Dogons the arts
and esoteric information like Greek
mythology, among other things.

The Dogon legend states that the
Nommo beings were fish-like in
appearance and traveled to Earth in a
spindle —shaped ark. Temple contended
that the only way the Dogon people could
know about Sirius A (a star that is twice as
large and hot as our own sun) and it’s
moon, Sirius B (smaller than our Earth,
but so dense that a cubic meter of its
matter would weigh three million tons!)
weuld be from beings who really were
from outer space.

Whether the Nommo beings were from
Sirius A or B, or from another star whose
civilization had knowlédge of the Sirius
star system can never be documgnted.
However, the knowledge the Dogons had
regarding this star system could not have
come to them through normal' learning.

Temple's theory was based on his
comparative resemblances among Dogon,
Egyptian and Sumerian beliefs and

symbols. '

The book reports that the meeting
between the Dogon and the alien race
took place between 7,000 and:1,000
years ago. Temple believed that the
knowledge the Dogon possessed was at
least 5,000 years old and was probably
borrowad from.the ancient Egygtian
people -- which he believed also had
astral teachers.
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The West A‘frican Dogon tribe had
intelligence of the Universe far beyond
their piers. They had no telescopes with
which toStudy the night sky. But they
do have stories that have been handed
down from generation to generation
regarding visitors form a far-away star
system who called themselves the
Nommo. This is not something they
.could have just conjured up on their:
own, not being in contact with anyone
i fron} Earth who knew as much as they

did about that area of the Universe.

Dogon legends also included know-
ledge of Jupiter's four moons and
Saturln's rings, which were not seen by
human beings until the invention of
the telescope.

What Happened To the
Crew of the Mary Celeste?

In 1860 the 103 foot brigantine merchant ship,
Amazon, was launched from Nova Scotia.

For ten years afterward she was involved in
several unusual accidents. Because of these
incidents, she was labeled as cursed, and after
several owners gave up on her, she turned up
at a New York salvage auction.

The ship was eventually purchased for a mere $3,000. The new owner made extensive repairs
and the ship was put under American registry as the Mary Celeste.

On November 7, 1872 under her new captain, Benjamin Briggs, the infamous ship departed
from New York harbor. Aboard were the captain, his wife and young daughter along with
eight crew members. Also aboard were 1700 barrels of raw American alcohol. The ship was
bound for Genoa, Italy. After the Mary Celeste left the harbor, those aboard were never seen
again.

The ship was found in December 1872 with no one aboard. The Mary Celeste was fully
seaworthy when it was found and was still under sail heading towards the Strait of Gibraltar.
There was also six month’s worth of food and water still on board. Her cargo was untouched,
and all of the personal belongings of the crew and passengers were still in place, including their
valuables.

In early 1873 two lifeboats were found grounded in Spain. One of the boats had an American
flag in it, and the other held five decomposed bodies. It has never been proven that these
unfortunate souls were from the Mary Celeste, as by the time the lifeboats were found, the
bodies were unidentifiable.

What'sit like to get inside the mind of akiller, or to experience the terror and
pain of amurder victim? Annette M artin knows. Annette works as a psychic
detective/medical intuitive and ghost detective work and has helped more than 60
law enforcement agencies, including the FBI, solve heinous crimes. She even
became the first psychic sworn in as an expert witnessin a court of law for a
murder case.

Annette has been termed by the media asthe " Radio Psychic" dueto being the hostess of the 1st
psychic radio talk show, in 1976, on the airwaves acr oss the US. She has been a featured guest on
hundreds of radio programsin the US and abroad. Her new radio show: “Annette Martin’s

Psychic World,” airson http://www.HereWomenTalk.com, wher e she interviews expert guests and does
on-air readings.

Her predictions are uncannily accurate. In areading requested by John Denver, she said she
saw him flying a small craft that would tumble into the ocean. Fifteen years afterward he would
die exactly that way.

John Holland, well-known medium, refers to Annette Martin as, " The Mother of all Psychics."

Q: When did you first realize that you had psychic talent? Were your family members supportive?

“ At the tender age of seven a wonderful and unusual new world began. While playing with a group of lifelong

friends, | had a sudden vision in which my playmates would turn on me with intent to kill. Ten minutes later
that vision became a reality.”

We were playing Kick- the- can, when | felt arock hit my foot. Thinking that | had just kicked it | continued
playing. But afew minutes later | felt a huge thud on my back where alarge stick had hit and knocked the wind
out of me. | knew then that something was terribly wrong and perhaps this vision that | saw in the sky was real.

| was confused and bewildered because | had not done anything wrong to my friends. Why would they do this?

In my fear | began to run away from my friends and ran toward my house. The children began to chase me
hollering and screaming, throwing rocks and pieces of wood. They chased me up the front stairs of my house.
Rocks and sticks where whirling in the air headed straight for my body. They were stoning me, for no reason.
Blood began running down my legs and arms.




| stared back at them and hollered, amidst my tears, ‘What is wrong with you?
Then out of nowhere a deep baritone voice spoke out, “Pick up that stick.”

I whirled around facing the painted grey front door, thinking that it was my Daddy, but there was nothing but

the empty wooden door. A horrible pain filled my body and | realized that alarge stick had struck the back of
my head. Dazed, | turned and faced the angry faces of my friends as the baritone voice spoke again, “Pick up
that stick and throw it!”

“No, it will befine, trust me” he said convincingly.

So out | went and believe me | was terrified. My best friend Pamela came outside shortly after and asked if |
wanted to play jacks. Within 5— 10 minutes | ater the little boy whose nose | broke came from across the street
with a huge bandage across his face. He started to shout before he reached us asking if we wanted to play on
his swing set in the backyard. Well, of course only being seven years old and the only one who had a swing
set, the answer was, yes!

It was asiif the incident had never happened, but the physical proof wasthere. My little friends never spoke
about that fateful day.

First Medical Diagnosis:

Several weeks later, | began to see and experience another mysterious and magical world filled with colorful
large picturesthat | didn’t understand and strange whooshing sounds that lived within people' s bodies. When
| explained to my family what | was experiencing, they listened and never laughed.

The following week, mother’ s best friend, Pauline Moses came over for lunch. A little while after Pauline left
| ran to my mother, “Mommy, Pauline' s big right toe really hurts. She needs to go see the doctor. Y ou have to
call because her big right toe is swallen!”

“Pauline didn’'t say anything about her big toe hurting and she tells me everything that is wrong with her,”
mother responded. | insisted that she call and mother replied, “ Annette, | will call her tomorrow morning.”

The next morning the phone rang. It was, guess who? Pauline Moses.

“Viola, you will never believe what happened after | left your house yesterday. During the night my big right
toe began to hurt and swelled up with excruciating pain. | went to the podiatrist this morning and he had to
take off the nail. He said | had a very bad infection and was lucky that | camein right away as this could have
been a very dangerous situation.”




My family was and always has been supportive of my work. | was never told | was crazy or imagining
things as a child. My daddy was also very intuitive so he definitely understood what | was going through
and always listened to what | was sensing.

And that was just the beginning of my psychic world erupting through medical diagnosing!

Q: Can you tell us about your experiences with helping the police in solving crimes? Do they
useyou on aregular basis?

| began working with the Marin (California) Sheriff’s Office in 1975, due to seeing a dead body and a street
sign hanging over my head while meditating during ayoga class. My secretary convinced me to go to the
police where | relayed specifics that only the police department knew, including a key to where the body
was. Using amap, | traced the suspect flight, predicting that he would kill again if they didn’t catch him. |
told them that they would find him in a year wearing white, working in an institutional setting and that it
would not bein California. To the day ayear later they arrested the suspect for another attempted murder.
They found him working in a convalescent home in Washington state and wearing white pants and shirt!!

Thiswas the beginning of a40 year career in law enforcement work. Throughout these years there have
been many agencies across the world, including the FBI that have sought out my help.

This famous Bed and Breakfast has been the subject of a few Haunted TV programs and has been
documented in many books. It was built in 1796 by General David Bradford. There have been
several murders in the home since it was built, and some of those unfortunate souls refuse to leave.
These restless spirits have been seen by just about everyone who has been a guest there. This is
one of the reasons why several professional investigators have labeled the home, The Most
Haunted House in America.”

The history of the house is that General Bradford was a slave owner and became intimately involved
with one of his slaves, Cleo. When the General eventually shunned her, Cleo allegedly took revenge
out on his two children by poisoning the family with an oleander- laced cake. The children died, but
the General and his wife survived. Cleo was hung for her murderous deed, but she can still be seen
walking outside and inside the large home. Other spirits of former slaves can still be seen at the
home, as well.

The two little girls can also be observed on the property and in the home, playing as though they had
no idea that they had passed on.

Another owner of the home, William Drew Winter, was shot on the side porch of the home in
1871. He dragged himself inside the house and up to the 17" stair before he expired. Visitors can
still hear Winter’s spirit dragging himself up that staircase.

The grand piano has also often been heard to play by itself... not an entire song, but only one cord.

How the Dinosaurs really Ghost Radar
became extinct. .. Cool New App For Your IPhone

While we were investigating the Buxton Inn
we were introduced to a new app that can be
downloaded to an IPhone. Since Pat has an
IPhone, we decided to try it out. For the sum
of $.99 (yes, that's 99 cents!) thisapp is
amazing!!! Actualy, it's amazing at any
price! The phone turnsinto aradar screen
that picks up electromagnetic fieldsin its
vicinity. (The app callsit: “the quantum
fluctuations” surrounding you.) It then will
show the intensity of the field by using
different colors—red being the most intense.
Not only that, but it also acts like aFrank’s
Box and announces words, supposed
communication from the spirits in the room.
It then saves each word and lists them giving

thetime it occurred. Most of the words had unbelievable accuracy for us during our
investigation. For instance, while we were on the second floor of the Inn, the phone
announced, “Down” and showed us adownward pointing arrow. We assumed it meant to go
down to the basement to the Pub, where we heard was a Hot Spot. At the top of the old and
steep stairway that took us down to the Pub, the app announced, “Careful.” Good advice,

since the steeps are a challenge to navigate. Once we got down to the Pub, the app announced,
“Better.” While we were in the Pub the radar showed us where there was spirit activity. We
took photos where we saw the red “bleeps” on the radar screen, and often we able to catch
orbsin our pictures... and Pat caught a blue fog, which we believe to be the manifestation of
the infamous Lady in Blue. The app istruly remarkable and well worth the price... and what
fun!

All read-outs can be

emailed to you (or others)
for posterity. Ghost Radar’s
features also include the
ability to turn the screen to
black for adark pursuit or
bright white should you need
aflashlight.

of you amateur and professional
paranormal investigators who
have an |Phone.
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The photographs taken in the Pub
show lots of activity—and so did
the Ghost Radar. The orb photo at
the upper left of this group was
taken at the end of the hallway at
the door that led to the kitchen on
the second floor, where we were
not permitted to go—understand-
ably so.
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
