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Farnam Manor INVESTIGATION AT THE FARNAM
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Richfield, OH 44286

On Friday, October 8", the Monroe Falls
Paranormal Society (MFPS) in

cooper ation with the Farnam Foundation
hosted a paranormal investigation at the
Farnam Manor in Richfield, Ohio.
Several members of my EDPI team
member s attended the investigation, along
with othersto determine what spirit
activity we could find. We were not dis-
appointed. The evening was full of
unexplained activity. The MFPSgroup
did an excellent job of preparation and
presentation before the investigation.

Farnam Manor was built in 1834 by Everett Farnam. Hiswife, daughter Emily, along with a nanny
lived in the home for many years. Little Emily drowned in the cistern in the basement of the home,
but she never left it. Neither has Everett or hiswife. Another small boy has also been seen at the
house. It isnot known for sure who Icobod isor if he also died at the home. All four entities have
been seen on several occasions by many visitors, me being one of them.

Today the house is a museum, but it looks much the same as it did when the Farnamsfirst built it. It
is notoriously haunted, so the foundation opens it up for paranormal investigations on occasion. Here
are some of the unexplained activity that our group experienced during our investigation:

| saw the spirits of two young children holding hands and running toward me on the landing of the
main staircase. They passed right through me. Afterwards | felt asif hit with abolt of electricity and
was tingling for several minutes. Darlene stood next to me and she felt the same feeling in that spot.
| got the impression the children were running in circles upstairs--down the hallways and thru walls.

At the same time | saw the two children running towards me, Jennifer,
a MFPS team member, reported seeing a dark shadow in the room across the hall.

And on many occasions, several of the investigators mentioned feeling something brush their hand. A
paper moved in Pat’s hand around the same time Leanne felt someone touch her hand in the Soldier’s
Room.

In the kitchen my team members and two of the MFPS members did an experiment with mini Maglite
flashlights. We set the flashlights on the floor on their sides and then asked the spirits to turn them on.
They did, several times—and turned them off on command, aswell. Since the flashlight tops had to be
turned in order for them to light up, this was quite afeat, as they were lying on their sides directly on the
floor.

While another group was inside the house two MFPS members heard children on the back staircase in the
kitchen area while the investigators were on the second floor. They called down to seeif anyone else
was in the kitchen, but got no answer. When they looked at each other, one team member saw a dark full
body apparition manifest behind the other team member. She told him to turn around. When he did he
saw it too. They said it looked as though the person was dark and very tall and that he had his arms
outstretched in amenacing manor. After afew seconds, the figure imploded in on itself and disappeared.
Later in the evening they both went back into the house to attempt to debunk what they saw, but were not
ableto recreate it in a normal way or to explain it.
