The other bright lights in this shot were recessed lighting at the

monument. I’m not sure what’s going on to the right of the statue, but it looks

suspicious.

More and more of the “Ghost Hunter” type programs that have become popular in the past
few years have been debunked as setting up fake evidence. I can’t watch any of them because it’s
so obvious to me that they don’t know what they’re doing. There have been several instances
within the past year where former members of these TV teams have come forward to admit that
their shows are not on the up-and-up. Sad, but Hollywood cannot keep from putting their dirty,
money-making hands in the pot and messing with honest people in the process. To see some of
the charges being logged against the paranormal Cable TV shows, take a look at these links:

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How can they pull off the frauds? Well, quite simply,
Hollywood has led its audience to believe that the only time to
hunt for paranormal activity is at night. Rubbish! The only
good thing about night-time investigations is that traffic noise
is cut down—that’s it! Just about every spirit activity I have
personally observed has been during the daylight hours.
However, if its dark, then it’s really easy to hide people outside
of the camera’s field of vision who are pulling strings to make
things move, (supposedly by phantom hands) throwing items
across a room, making mysterious shadows, etc. And it’s so
much more dramatic because almost everyone is afraid of the
dark. SPIRITS ARE NOT MORE ACTIVE AT NIGHT…
it just seems that way because locations (except for Vegas) are
quieter at night so the activity tends to be noticed more—the
sounds of a settling house aren’t nearly as scary at noon as they are at midnight. I understand
that watching these shows are fun, especially if you have an interest in the unknown, but keep in
mind that this is NOT reality TV… It’s Hollywood Hype.

Every professional paranormal investigator under-
stands that paranormal activity does not happen on
command. None of us have control over what and when it
manifests, and it does not manifest 24/7. Therefore, the
chances that any investigation will obtain a lot of evidence
of paranormal activity in a certain location is slim, to say
the least. An investigative team would have to spend days
at a location in order to be there at the right time to catch it.
That is why it is so important for the owners to keep a log
of what unexplained events occur and at what time. Also,
it has been proven that the more moisture there is in an
area, the better the chances of picking up paranormal
activity. So, if it’s raining for a few days and the owners
experience a great deal of paranormal activity (especially if
there is a thunderstorm involved with the rain), and when
an investigative team comes out and it’s been dry for a
while, the chances are good that they will not be able to
record any activity, no matter how much they provoke the
spirits lingering in the area.

That being said, how boring would it be if the TV paranormal investigative teams spend a
night at a reportedly haunted location and they don’t get any evidence? So, producers have to
create activity in order for viewers to want to watch the show again. Whenever there is money
involved, you cannot trust the results—that is the long and the short of it. So, watch your
favorite Ghost Hunter show and enjoy it as you would any sit-com, but don’t trust that everything
you see on that show is the truth… it’s not. If you really want to know what goes on at a
paranormal investigation, join a team and discover the truth first-hand—as long as the
investigation team doesn’t charge you for the experience.

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WHAT IS THE STAR GATE PROJECT?

For years the US Government
and some members of the scientific
community have come up with lame
explanations and/or excuses for
unexplained occurrences; and they
have denounced psychic ability
publicly. Privately, however, the
Government has been spending a

great deal of money (over $20,000,000.00) proving themselves wrong. The
Star Gate Project is an example of one of these top secret government
projects.

The Project Star Gate is the code name for several clandestine psychic
studies and undertakings the US Government has been party to. These
investigations were basically for the military application of clairvoyance and
OBEs (Out of Body Experiences), but they also included collection of
information from outer space. It began in the 1960s when it was rumored
that the Soviets were studying the advantages of using people with various
psychic abilities to get information regarding other nations and for
espionage. The recent movie, “Men Who Stare At Goats,” was actually
based on a true story and detailed one of these projects. The results of the
various psychic studies and projects were reported to the Senate and the
House of Representatives on a regular basis. At its peak, the Star Gate
Project had over 20 psychic seers and 14 labs dedicated to psychic research.

Because the government didn’t want the
psychic viewers (spies) to feel what they were
seeing or sensing was inaccurate (or too
accurate) the viewers were never given any
feedback after they gave their information to the
government staff. This also kept the psychics
from knowing too much individually about what
they were seeing. (Although this makes no sense
because, after all, they were
psychic!) Most of the viewings were regarding
involved current events, but
some psychics (clairvoyants)
were able to predict the future,
as well.

The Star Gate Project lasted until 1995, at which time
there were only three psychics left on the government’s
payroll, (at an astounding $500,000.00 a year salary).
When a viewer left the project, they were not replaced.
(It would be interesting to know what happened to the
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psychics who did leave, since they had been able to see top secret
information.) Joseph McMoneagle was one of the Government’s project
psychics and he wrote a book about his experience.

The CIA took over the evidence complied by the Star Gate Project. They
contracted with the American Institutes for Research for an evaluation of the
information, but it was never completed. Another analysis was performed
by Jessica Utts, (author and statistics professor at the University of
California). After studying the statistical records, she concluded that the
remote viewers in this project scored correct information 5-15% above
chance. This was enough of a success record to prove that true psychic
ability did exist, in her opinion.

From the Inside Flap of "The Stargate Chronicles: Memoirs
of a Psychic Spy", by Joseph McMoneagle:

Joseph McMoneagle is now known as the best Operational Remote Viewer in the history of
the U.S. Army's Special Project—Stargate. He was the only Remote Viewer who worked
one-on-one with the out-of-body pioneer Robert Monroe, and who has achieved
intelligence collection results that have never been surpassed and rarely equaled. Among
his achievements:

He described the interior of a top secret Soviet manufacturing plant and accurately
predicted a new class of ship under construction—the previously unknown Typhoon Class
submarine.

He sketched the location and described the thoughts and reactions of an American kidnap
victim held by the Red Brigade in Northern Italy—U.S. Army General Dozier.

He accurately predicted when Skylab would leave orbit and where it would impact on the
Earth's surface—eleven months prior to the actual event.

After conventional reconnaissance failed, he and others were able to locate a downed
Soviet bomber that had been carrying nuclear materials.

He achieved these results using scientifically designed and tested double-blind protocols.
And in the years since his retirement he has continued to demonstrate these abilities on
camera for national television in three countries. Yet he is still confronted with what he
calls the "giggle factor"—the automatic response of many, including some who know
better—to ridicule anything connected with "psychic stuff." Surprisingly, it was always that
way, even during his Army years.

Was it his largely unsuspected psychic ability that helped keep him alive in Vietnam, and
aided in his invaluable contributions to the cold war effort, that made McMoneagle a first-
class remote viewer? Were his abilities a natural gift, or taught? How much did he owe to
his near-death experience in the 1970s? And why would he give up a safe and
distinguished career as an advisor to the Commanding General of the U.S. Army
Intelligence and Security Command to become Remote Viewer 001? This is his story.

Joseph McMoneagle was Remote Viewer 001 in the U.S. Army's previously classified
Stargate program, and was awarded the Legion of Merit for his contribution to various
intelligence operations. He and his work have been featured in Newsweek, Time, Reader's
Digest, and on ABC's Nightline and CBS's 48 Hours, and on prime-time British and
Japanese television.
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Carved Stone Balls of Ancient Scotland

Intricately carved stone balls, some over 4,000 years old, were found in the area of
Aberdeenshire Scotland in the late 1970s, and as of this date, no
one has proven what they were used for. It is believed that the
balls were of Pictish origin (civilization from the Dark Ages of
Britain). However, most Pictish symbols were carved on large
monoliths, and not on small objects. Other stone balls of this
nature were also found in other parts of Britain, but it is thought
that since the balls were so easily moved and carried, those balls
were probably carried there.

As of the late 1980s there had been 411 stone balls found and
recorded. The balls are classified as “Petrospheres” in
archaeological terms, (a prehistoric, spherical man-made object
of any size composed of stone that has been altered in some way
to perform a specific function, including artwork). Most of the
stone balls were carved from greenstone, but others were
composed of serpentinite, basalts, sandstone or diorites rock.
There are also a number of balls that were made of a rock that has not been classified and is of
unknown origin.

Were these stones merely a local artist fad, or did they have a purpose? Because most were so
intricately carved and had uneven surfaces, it’s not likely they were used as ball bearings, used to
move heavy objects. If that were the case, they would have been more useful in this capacity if
they were evenly round and smooth.

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Famous haunted places

The Tower of London, England

During the past 1,000 years there have been
hundreds of murders, tortures and executions in
this building; and most of the people who met
their deaths here, never left it.

There have been so many spirit and ghost
sightings here that it would be impossible to
keep track of them all.

On the anniversary of the death of Lady Jane Grey, (2/12/1554) in 1957 a
guard reported hearing a “striking sound” above him on one of the towers of
the building. When he investigated, he saw a shapeless white figure in the
same location where he had heard the noise.

Another spirit that has been reported on hundreds of occasions is that of
Ann Boleyn, former wife of Henry the VIII. She was beheaded at the
Tower in 1536, and has been seen carrying her head on the Tower Green
and inside the building in the Chapel Royal.

Other specter sightings that have been reported are: Henry the VI, Thomas
Becket, Sir Walter Raleigh, and many others who have not been identified. Edward V
(12) and Richard Duke of York (10), who went missing and were thought to have been
murdered in 1483 have been seen sliding down the staircase banister, standing at the

bottom holding hands, and then they
disappear.

There has also been a ghostly reenactment of
the death of the Countess of Salisbury,
complete with her escaping only to be caught
and hacked to death by the axe man.

The Salt Tower is one of the most haunted
areas of the Tower of London complex. It has
been reported that dogs will not enter this
ancient section of the building. In 1864, a
soldier saw an apparition so real, that after the

figure ignored the soldier’s three challenges, the soldier charged at the intruder with his
bayonet, only to go straight through the figure.

If you want to experience spirit sightings and/or ghost residual images, this is the place
to visit! There’s not much chance that you wouldn’t see something out of the ordinary
on a tour of this place!
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What Are Walk-Ins?

A Walk-in is a soul that takes over a body when the original soul has departed or when

the original soul has given up it’s will to remain. It has also been suggested that aliens

can be Walk-Ins, as well, and are capable of taking over a human body.

When the Walk-in is an ancient soul, which is most often the case, the take over of the

body is not uninvited. They can use the body only if the original soul has approved of

the switch. However, in some instances, when the original soul has purposely abused

their body with incessant drugs and/or alcohol, they give up their right to negotiate,

and a less than honorable soul can take over.

Another example of a Walk-in take over would be if a

person who believes they have obtained all the knowledge

and have learned all the lessons they needed to in their

present incarnation and has an overwhelming desire to

return “Home.” It could also be that the soul has

determined that they have chosen the wrong life and feels

they need to start again. This occurs at times after a soul

has had a Near Death Experience, (NDE). They have seen

and remember what “Home” is like and have an

overpowering desire to return.

A Walk-in can also occupy a body of a Trance Medium on

a short-term basis during a session. The medium puts

him/herself into a trance and another soul takes over the

medium’s body in other to communicate with relatives or

other living persons present. This does not harm the

medium in any way, and when the other soul has

completed their communication, the medium’s soul

returns. Keep in mind that the medium allows the

departed soul to use their body, and it is not a “hostile

takeover” scenario.

One of the drawbacks of being a Walk-In is that the Walk-In does not have the same

memories that the original soul had, so they are prone to amnesia. When an extremely

tragic event happens to the original soul—one that they cannot handle, they may wish

to have a Walk-In soul take over. In these cases, sometimes the person never

remembers their past, and in others, the original soul changes their mind and they wish

to return to their bodies once they have learned how to deal with the tragedy they

initially experienced. Also an ingredient to this scenario is that the new soul needs to

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learn a lesson only that incarnation can teach them in order to advance. Instead of

going through an entire new life, it would be more beneficial to them to merely be a

Walk-In into a body in mid-life.

Jump-Ins:

There are also spirits who are not of high morals that can take over without being

invited…. Jump-Ins. They can take over a person’s body when the person has been on

drugs or seriously drunk for extended periods of time. The original soul becomes

unconscious and is unable to retain control of his/her body and mind, so the Jump-In

can take over. Because these Jump-In souls are basically self-centered they do whatever

they please with the body once they have gained control of it and is a prime reason why

the original person takes on an entirely different personality. This can be one of the

reasons that a person who is “high” cannot remember something they did while

intoxicated – because they weren’t really there at the time. However, I wouldn’t try to

make that a defense in a

court of law-- the law

enforcement community

does not buy into the

Jump-In theory, and until it

has been scientifically

proven to be a fact, it won’t

hold any weight if you are

convicted.

Jump-In souls “hang out”

where they are most likely

to encounter people who

drink a great deal so they

are ready to make their

move.

I guess the moral to this article is, “There are more ways to loose a life then by dying.”

Some of the questions archeologists pose regarding these mysterious balls are:
1) Why were so many found only in Scotland? This would suggest that they were created by a
race of people who inhabited only this area.
2) The decoration on the balls indicates they were carved during different time periods
(Archeological Ages), as well… does that mean that they were carved hundreds of years apart by
the same ethnic people?
3) Since they are so old, why haven’t they suffered more deterioration? Most of the balls look
as though they could have been carved only years ago, instead of being several centuries old.

These stone balls are subject to many more questions than answers at this point.
