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On April 25th three members of the EDPI investigative team and I took a field trip investigation to
Gettysburg, PA. Although it took us over six hours to get to the historic city, it was well worth the trip.
Gettysburg is a “Mecca” for paranormal investigators.

In early July of 1863 nearly 54,000 soldiers from the north and the south were killed on the
battlefields at Gettysburg. Tens of thousands more were wounded. Since those horrible battles
numerous ghost and spirit manifestations have been seen on and near the many battlefields. Not only
have apparitions and EVPs been recorded from the battlefields, but many have also been reported in
several of the buildings in the historic city. One of the most impressive recording of ghost activity can

WHAT WE EXPERIENCED . . .

We left Medina, Ohio at 7:15 a.m. in pouring rain and fog. However
as soon as we crossed the Pennsylvania state line the skies cleared, the
fog disappeared and the temperatures climbed to an unseasonably 80+
degrees. We arrived at 1:30 p.m., checked into our room at the 1863
Inn at Gettysburg we walked across the street for lunch at O’Rourke’s.
While we were eating Darlene and I sensed a spirit presence and took
a few photographs. I captured several orbs in the exact places where
we felt the activity.

I was under the impression that there was only one battlefield—I was
incorrect—there are about 40 different fields where bloody battles
were held from July 1st through 3rd, 1863. Each field has been
untouched for over a hundred years. Hundreds of monuments have
been built on the borders of each field dedicated to the thousands of
men who fought and were killed or wounded. The fields could not be
worked or plowed as the men who perished were buried where they
died, so more than half of the town is actually an enormous cemetery.

“Hanging around here listening to advice—The Almighty’s… we keep learning even up here.”
“Many animals (here)—no guns.” (mentioned by a former hunter) “There are horses up here!”
“ . . .Jesus is here.”
“Splendid indeed. The much better place. New beginnings for all. All is good up here. Earth is for learning.”
Out of the 60+ spirits Darlene has contacted thus far, only one mentioned that he was in a place other than
Heaven after he passed. This person was an evil man on Earth and mentioned that he needed his family’s
forgiveness in order to be able to enter Heaven, and he seemed desperate to get it..

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The Mysterious Disappearance of the
Eilean Mor Light’s Lighthouse Keepers

Local inhabitants offer another explanation.

Eilean Mor was once a Viking outpost, and a ghostly Viking longboat was said to haunt the local seas.
Indeed, the crew of the Fairwin – one of the vessels sent out to investigate why the lighthouse had
gone out on December 15 – reported seeing a ghostly longboat on that night, crewed by warriors with
faces the color of bone: Three men in oilskin raingear were rowing that boat. Could the lighthouse
keepers have run afoul of ancient ghosts?

Whatever the truth, the mysterious disappearance of the Eilean Mor lighthouse keepers remains one
of Scotland’s most enduring mysteries.

Great Unsolved Mysteries e the same child and
she doesn’t look like a spirit to me.

Eilean Mor (Gaelic for “Big Island”), is the largest of the islands that are a part of the Flannan Isles off
the coast of western Scotland. Because of the many maritime disasters that took place in this area a
lighthouse was built on the island in 1895 to help sailors venturing into the area.

In December, 1900 two lighthouse keepers
disappeared under mysterious circumstances and
were never seen again. There were three
lighthouse keepers for this light, as it was very
remote. All three keepers were seasoned sailors
and one had extensive experience at working in
a lighthouse. Their last names were Ducat,
Moore and McArthur.

The light keepers worked 14 day shifts. Two
men worked the light at all times. One of the
keepers was replaced by the third man every
seven days.

On December 14th one of the two men on duty at the light was due to end his shift, to be replaced by
Moore. However, a huge storm battered the light and island when Moore was scheduled to arrive so
his shift takeover was delayed for almost two weeks. On December 15th a ship’s captain sailed by
the light and reported that it was dark and not operating. When the horrible storm finally subsided,
Moore attempted once again to take his shift at the light. However, when he arrived where the men
were supposed to switch places, no one was waiting for him at the appointed dock. This alarmed
Moore. He and the sailors who had brought him ran to the lighthouse. They reported seeing that
massive destruction had taken place on the island. Once they were inside the lighthouse the two
lighthouse keepers who had been stationed there were not to be found. The sailors also noticed that
the furnishings looked as though the lighthouse keepers had left in a great hurry, as there were chairs
overturned and half-eaten food still on the table.

Although the lighthouse and the island were thoroughly searched, no sign of Ducat or McArthur was
ever found. The last entry in the log was written by Ducat on the morning of December 15th and
read, “Storm ended, sea calm, God is over all.”

The Fairwin – one of the vessels sent out to investigate why the lighthouse had gone dark on
December 15th – reported seeing a ghostly longboat on that night, crewed by warriors with faces the
color of bone. The crew also said they saw three men in oilskin raingear rowing that boat. This
phantom boat had often been seen by residents in the area. It is believed to be a Viking ghost ship.
Since the raingear of Ducat and McArthur was missing when Moore and the others arrived at the
light, the locals assume the unfortunate lighthouse keepers met up with Viking specters that whisked
them away from the island during the horrible storm that waged again after the lull on December
15th. The truth to the disappearance of Ducat and McArthur remains one of Scotland’s most
enduring mysteries.

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What Are Elementals?

When I lived in California in Placerville one of my favorite
places to visit was the Coloma Colonial Cemetery in Coloma,
(where gold was first discovered on the American River in 1848).
I had such a high affection for this cemetery that I would visit it
whenever I was in the vicinity. One spring afternoon, while driving
home from Georgetown, where I hosted my “World Of The
Paranormal” radio program, I decided that I wanted to stop at the
cemetery and read for a while. After arriving I grabbed my book,
the collapsible chair that I always kept in the back of my PT Cruiser
and my camera and then climbed up the small rise to my favorite
spot in the cemetery near the large tree at the top of the hill. I
opened my chair on a level spot with the ancient tree to my left and
the Schieffer family plot in front of me. It was one of the most
peaceful afternoons I ever remember. (This area is famous for being
the spot where many have reported seeing the “Lady in Burgundy,”
the infamous spirit who beckons visitors who drive by.)

After about an hour of reading my book I began to feel a bit
chilled. I looked up from reading and thought, “It’s getting a bit chilly; I really should leave.” As
soon as that thought left my brain, I felt a warm breeze surround me. It whirled around me several
times, and I felt warm enough to stay for a few more minutes. I looked around it see if there was a
fire nearby that would explain the warm breeze. I saw some smoke that looked as though someone
was burning something, but it was down the road from the cemetery and nowhere near enough for me
to feel warmth from it. I read for another 20 minutes, and then felt chilled again. I sighed and
reluctantly thought again that I should be going. The sun was beginning to go down in front of me.
Again, just as I watching the decent of the sun through the trees, I felt another warm breeze swirl
around me. This process occurred another two times before the sun descended low enough for me to
see it align directly with the top of the tall tombstone that stood in front of where I was sitting.

I grabbed my camera and took a few photographs of the phenomena. Since I was nervous about
walking down the hill back to my car in the dark, I then left the cemetery and drove home. It wasn’t
until after I downloaded the photos I had taken at the cemetery onto my computer that I noticed the
strange and unexplained lights to the right of the tombstone I was sitting behind. These photos were
taken within seconds of each other. The first one revealed two tiny illuminations and the second
photo captured only one tiny light but it was lower and closer to the tombstone—so close in fact that
its glow actually reflected on the back of the stone! (The sun was setting on the other side of the
tomb stone.)
