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Adventures in Gettysburg 
     On April 25th three members of the EDPI investigative team and I took a field trip 
investigation to Gettysburg, PA.  Although it took us over six hours to get to the historic city, it 
was well worth the trip.  Gettysburg is a “Mecca” for paranormal investigators.   
 
      In early July of 1863 nearly 54,000 soldiers from the north and the south were killed on the 
battlefields at Gettysburg.  Tens of thousands more were wounded.  Since those horrible battles 
numerous ghost and spirit manifestations have been seen on and near the many battlefields. Not 
only have apparitions and EVPs been recorded from the battlefields, but many have also been 
reported in several of the buildings in the historic city.  One of the most impressive recording of 
ghost activity can been seen on YouTube:

WHAT WE EXPERIENCED . . .  
 
We left Medina, Ohio at 7:15 a.m. in pouring rain and fog. However as soon as we crossed the 
Pennsylvania state line the skies cleared, the fog disappeared and the temperatures climbed to an 
unseasonably 80+ degrees.  We arrived at 1:30 p.m., checked into our room at the 1863 Inn at 
Gettysburg and then walked across the street for lunch at O’Rourke’s.  While we were eating 
Darlene and I sensed a spirit presence and took a few photographs.  I captured several orbs in the 
exact places where we felt the activity.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

I was under the impression that there was only one battlefield—I was 
incorrect—there are about 40 different fields where bloody battles 
were held from July 1st through 3rd, 1863.  Each field has been 
untouched for over a hundred years.  Over three thousand monuments 
have been erected on the borders of each field dedicated to the 
thousands of men who fought and were killed or wounded.  The fields 
could not be worked or plowed as the men who perished were buried 
where they died, so more than half of the town is actually an 
enormous cemetery.   This small statue is in a corner garden at the 
1863 Gettysburg Motel… The entire town shows reverence to the 
Civil War battle that was held here.   
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Built in 1854 by David Stoner, Sachs 
Covered Bridge spans Marsh Creek in 
Cumberland Township, just outside of 
Gettysburg.  It is believed to have been 

used as a  Confederate headquarters 
during the Battle of Gettysburg. Many 

people have reported seeing 
unexplained manifestations in this 
location. We did not find anything 

unusual while we were there, however.  

The entire town of Gettysburg 
shows its reverence for the 
battles that were fought here.  
This is a painting displayed on 
the walls of the Gettysburg Inn 
on Lincoln Square… the 
background of this painting is 
Lincoln Square—how it looked 
in July of 1863. 

During one of the “Ghost 
Tours” we captured these 
orbs outside of the Soldier’s 
National Museum. 

This building 
was an 
orphanage for 
the children of 
the people who 
died during the 
battle and is 
also quite 
haunted.

Darlene captured this unexplained 
mist on one of the many battlefields in 
Gettysburg.  There are about 40 
protected battlefields all about the 
city, each with many monuments to 
the men who fought and died there. 

The photo at the top left was taken by Christine at The Pub 
Restaurant on Lincoln Square in Gettysburg.  As you can 
see from the photo at the top, a ghostly image was captured 
when I took the photo.  Darlene took the photo on the 
direct left a few seconds after I took my photo and there is 
no image on the same staircase. 

Right: A farm and Monument 
near a battlefield.  The farms in 
the area do not till their fields as 
they are protected by the 
Gettysburg National Park. 
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Darlene captured this ghostly face 
in an infamous mirror in the Jenny 
Wade house.  Jenny Wade was in 
her home baking biscuits to feed 
the troops when a shot from a rifle 
came through her outside door, one 
inside door and then into her.  She 
was mortally wounded and died.

While eating lunch at 
O’Rourke’s Restaurant on 
Baltimore  St. Christine felt 
a presence near their table 
and took some photos.  
Several orbs showed up in 
the photo. Orbs showed up 
in other areas of the 
restaurant as well.  This 
restaurant is located directly 
across from the Jenny Wade

It 
was not raining, but there 
was some lightning on the 
horizon, which could 
account for the number of 
orbs we photographed.  
There is so much residual 
energy in this area it was 
difficult for us to take a 
photo that did not have an 
orb in it.  Every photo we 
took at this battlefield 
produced many orbs.
